Acts 2

Because of this, everyone began speaking different languages as a way for the Holy 

Spirit to display His power . Through Pentecost, the Holy Spirit united the 

believers as they experienced His power together.  

 

With the Holy Spirit living inside of them, several of the apostles were able to 

show God’s power through their  ministry to thousands of new believers. Because 

the Holy Spirit was on their team guiding and supporting them, they were able to 

do more than they ever imagined for the glory of God.
